WHAT TYPES OF MEMBERSHIP DO YOU HAVE?  

There are 3 different Membership Categories 
(1) Junior - To be eligible for Junior Membership, a person must be under 18 years of age as of 1st 

February of the year of membership and not working. 
(2) Student - To be eligible for Student Membership, a person must be 18 years of age or older as 

of 1st February of the year of membership and be a full time student at Uni or Tafe.

HOW MUCH IS IT GOING TO COST ME? 

Membership Fees 
Initial ‘Membership fees’ shall consist of an Annual Club Fee and a Fee Deposit. 
Plus (if not already a member), and in order to obtain the required AGU registration, the cost of joining a 
recognized Golf Club or Golfing Institution. 

Annual Club Fee 
Currently $140 - pays towards prizes, trophies and engraving and the end of year Presentation Night. 
Category (1) Junior – 25% of the annual fee. 
Category (2) Student – 50% of the annual fee.  

Fee Deposits 
Currently $50 - once-off payment on first joining the Club. The Fee deposit is refundable when the member 

resigns from the club.  
Note: Fee deposits are used to cover the costs incurred by the Club when having to pay in advance for our 

outings. Should a member fail to cancel out by the required date they will have to reimburse the Club 
the full green fee amount the Club gets charged for his tee time.  

Conditions of Membership 
Condition of Membership to the Club shall be that a member be a member of “GolfLink”, and as such be 
registered with the AGU. 
Lapse or expiry of AGU registration will mean automatic forfeiture of Club Membership. 
AGU membership gives you an official handicap and Personal + Equipment insurance.  

 

 WHAT DOES PRESENTATION NIGHT ENTAIL? 
Party Time — 80% of your annual fee goes towards the night. 
Meal (usually with drinks included), for you and your wife/spouse/partner, with entertainment and trophy awards. 
Note : Financial members (category 3 ) are entitled to 2 free tickets and financial members (categories 1 and 2) 
are entitled to 1 free ticket to the Presentation Night  usually in held November. 
 

HOW MANY TIMES CAN I PLAY AS A VISITOR?  
 Visitors can only attend a maximum of 4 outings in any one year. 

 

HOW MANY TIMES DO I HAVE TO PLAY AS A VISITOR BEFORE I CAN JOIN?  
Prior to nomination a new member must have played at least 2 outings as a visitor. 
To be accepted for membership, a new member must be nominated and seconded by 2 current members and 
a nomination form must be completed and submitted to the committee for their ratification.
